FOCUSED QUESTIONS
(yes/no questions  -   or questions –   what, when, where, who questions)

These types of questions are easy for students to respond and help they become accustomed to responding in English.  This technique is recommended for eliciting answers from low beginners.

STEPS BY INTERACTION
1) FRAMING IDEAS

*Watch the  situation from the picture ( situation A in 1969 and situation B in 2009), then work in groups of 4 finding three differences between situation A and B. Write the differences.

Ex: In situation A  parents are angry with their son, in situation B parents are angry with the teacher.

*Look the general appearance of the characters: clothes, hair color, age…)

2) FOCUSED QUESTIONS

· What is the topic?

· How is the student in situation A?

· What happen with both students?

· Are you good grades?
· What subject is easy for you?, what is difficult?

· And what about you?
· Is the student so sorry for his grades in situation A?
